Winter Festival 2010

Wha't is a AWinter

In August, 1951, in the small mountain town
of Matsumoto, the very first Summer School
for Suzuki students was held in Japan. Since
then, it has become a tradition for Suzuki
communities to get together for a multi-day
intensive school or Festival at least once a
year.

There is something very special about the
atmosphere of a Suzuki Festival that cannot
be easily replicated in any other format. Un-
der the guidance of expert local and inter-
state teachers, Suzuki students and their
families spend several days honing their
skills, forming friendships and sharing the joy
of making music together.

How do | know this will be valuable for my

tion levels! Playing their instrument and being
tutored intensively during the Festival also
helps students raise their skills to new
heights with ease. They gain confidence in
themselves from playing with others and their
desire to keep practising and improving is
stimulated by watching other children play.

Parents whose children have attended one
Winter Festival never miss the opportunity to
enroll them again! The motivation and enjoy-
ment of music provided by attending a Festi-
val lasts for months afterward. It has far more
impact than just the two or three days which
the school actually lasts.

What is the format of a Winter Festival?

child?

All grown-up Suzuki students (myself very
much included) would say their fondest
memories of learning an instrument in child-
hood mostly relate back to big community
events such as Winter Festival. There is a
special atmosphere of positivism, nurturing
and focused excitement about music that
permeates the air around a big Suzuki gath-
ering! Just being around so many other

Students are enrolled in a diverse and stimu-
lating program that is individually catered
towards their age and ability level. They at-
tend small-group tutorials to work intensively
on their repertoire and also participate in
larger play-ins to have fun and gain experi-
ence playing in groups along with the piano
accompaniment. They are also exposed to
some kind of musically enriching program if

they are younger students while the older
ones are assigned to orchestras and ensem-
bles to polish their music reading skills. On
top of all this, there are concerts to attend,
and an opportunity to book private lessons
with a master teacher.

Parents are also catered for with Parent Lec-
tures specifically geared towards their needs
and there is a full Professional Development
program for teachers.

My child is very young or just a beginner. |s it
worth enrolling?

The Suzuki system is unique in the music
world in that we have a special value for our
young beginners. The entire Method is built
upon the needs and learning abilities of these
students, so of course they are fully incorpo-
rated into the Winter Festival program. They
will participate in tutorials, groups and enrich-
ment activities that are fun and age-
appropriate and the youngest will have a
shortened program so the days will not be too
long for them.

What if my child is too young to learn an
instrument?

Early childhood classes will be provided each
day for children aged 0-4 who are not yet
learning an instrument. The tutor will be a
qualified Suzuki teacher who will provide fun
and musically stimulating activities for these
children and their parents.

What type of program is provided for ad-
vanced students?

Advanced students are also specifically ca-
tered for in the Winter Festival program. En-
riching activities for these students include
extensive orchestra/chamber music tutoring,
an opportunity for private lessons or master
classes with guest tutors and the opportunity
to perform in a variety of solo concerts.

How can my child participate in the concerts?
Every Winter Festival student will participate
in the Closing Concert which will be in group
format. If your child is also interested in play-
ing a solo, there are both formal and informal
concert formats provided. The Afternoon Solo
Concerts are a relaxed and enjoyable chance
for all students regardless of age or ability to

perform for a friendly and encouraging audi-
ence. To participate, students need to include
an audition video of their performance piece
with their application form. Very high-
achieving students of all ages and abilities
will also have the chance to be selected to
perform at the formal Opening Concert.

What should my child do to prepare for Win-
ter Festival?

It is of upmost importance that all Suzuki
students brush up their revision pieces in
preparation for Winter Festival. Students get
so much more out of their classes if they can
rel ax and try out
rather than worrying
their pieces properly! Teachers and parents
should progressively polish all revision pieces
during this term as you never know which
pieces a guest tutor might be inspired to want
to play!

Where is Winter Festival to be held?

Winter Festival 2010 will be held at Ed-
wardstown Baptist Church i corner of Rothe-
say Avenue and Dorene Street, St. Marys.
This is the same venue as our highly suc-
cessful 2008 Festival. It is a safe, secure
venue with plenty of parking and not overly
large. There is plenty of room for children to
run and play during their breaks. There is
also a magnificent Auditorium for concerts.
Drinks, snacks and lunches will be catered

What are the dates for Winter Festival?
Winter Festival will be held towards the end
of the second week of the up(:ominq1 school
holidays.

Reporting Child Abuse and Neglect Training

take training in Mandated Reporting. This

kin, and at that moment | met the person
who changed my life. She told me about the
Suzuki philosophy, invited me to visit her in
Melbourne to watch her teach, and as they
say, 6the rest is hi
not the case, and that our shared history still
had a long way to run, but tragically, her life
was cut short and she left us on Friday
night, March 26™ 2010.

Nehama reminded me in many ways of a
butterfly. She had great beauty, was the
most colourful person | ever knew, she
rarely stayed still, and touched everyone
who encountered her in a special way. How-
ever, unlike a butterfly, she was not elusive,
but always approachable. She wanted eve-
ryone, especially every child, to have the
opportunity to know and to love music as
she did. She believed with all her heart that
every child who had an opportunity to listen
to and study music was on the pathway to
developing as a beautiful human being. She
spent most of her waking moments teach-
ing, encouraging and creating opportunities
for her students, and her friends.

She loved to travel, and connect with people
from different parts of Australia, and from all
over the world. Learning about their lives,
culture and food brought her great delight.

Music was usually the vehicle for these
experiences, and if possible, she would

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Nehama Patkin, OAM, M.Mus

A versatile musician, Nehama
Patkin's work spanned the fields
of solo piano recitals, teaching,
accompanying, singing, examin-
ing, adjudicating, compering, as
well as producing and directing
concerts. She was a very active
performer and music educator,
having travelled the world exten-
sively to lecture and perform.

With a Master of Music degree,
Nehama was the Director of a
Yamaha Music School for six
years, and also served on the
staff of the Victorian College of
the Arts, the Melba Memorial Conservatorium
of Music, the Institute of Early Childhood
Development, Deakin University, RMIT Uni-
versity, and the Australian National Academy
of Music's inaugural Junior Program. Since
1977, she was deeply involved with the Su-
zuki philosophy of music education, and was
the Director of Suzuki Piano Teacher Training
in Victoria. She was regularly invited to be a
guest lecturer in Piano Pedagogy at both
Melbourne and Monash Universities, and
lectured at several World Piano Pedagogy
Conferences, and was scheduled to present
a paper at the International Society for Music
Education World Conference in Beijing in
August.
