What a wonderful opportunity we have 
through the Suzuki Method of music teaching 
to be able to offer our students the opportu-
nity of building their self confidence and self-
esteem from such a young age. 
 
Term 2 offers two important events in the 
Suzuki Calendar. The first one is the impor-
tant Graduation Concert on Sunday 29th May. 
This is the culmination of hard work not only 
by the students but by the teachers and par-
ents. In other words it is through the suppor-
tive Suzuki triangle that such a high standard 
of playing is achieved. As a result of reaching 
the graduation levels, students increase their 
ability by the repetition, diligence and persis-
tence required in order to prepare and then 
record their piece for assessment.  As a re-
sult of this hard work the students develop 
increased confidence in their playing skills 
which in turn develops the technical and 
musical aspects of their playing. Learning the 
graduation piece at any level can be chal-
lenging but highly rewarding. Mastering the 
piece to a high level of performance teaches 
the students the valuable lesson of persever-
ance which then leads to increasing their self-
esteem.  
 
Please come along and watch the Graduation 
Concerts on May 29th even if your child is not 
part of them this year. Going to concerts is an 
integral part of their musical education.  

The second highlight just after term 2 has 
finished is the Winter Festival on the 21st-23rd 
July. We encourage you all to come along 
and join in the activities being offered. There 
will be visiting teachers from interstate for 
each instrument. Master classes will be of-
fered as well as group tutorials and play-ins. 
There will be an opening and closing concert 
and stimulating enrichment programs. This is 
the ideal opportunity to come and meet other 
students and families and become involved in 
the wider circle of the Suzuki community. 
 
This is a time when students can come along 
and have fun and perform with other stu-
dents. Itôs another opportunity for them to 
grow and develop their confidence in working 
on a particular piece. It is interesting that a 
teacher can say something many times but at 
a workshop, a student can hear the same 
point from another teacher and suddenly it 
happens.  Children also learn from observa-
tion and there is no better place than in the 
safe environment of a workshop for progress 
to occur. The ability to listen, observe, memo-
rize and concentrate are contributing factors 
to the success of the Suzuki Method. These 
are life skills that will be with each student 
forever. They are also learning about disci-
pline and the art of perseverance. 
 
What a legacy Dr Suzuki has left the world 
and how fortunate we are as teachers, stu-
dents and parents in being part of this global 
organization. 
 
Enclosed with this newsletter you will find the 
forms for you to apply to attend the Winter 
Festival. I hope to see many of you there 
taking the opportunity to experience the won-
derful benefits, not only for your children but 
for yourselves. Come along and meet other 
parents willing to commit their time and dedi-
cation to this amazing journey that you are all 
travelling with your children.
